Local Svajune Garnyte Named Adult Finalist in Boyne Valley Honey National Art Competition

February 2010: Svanjune Garnyte from Ongarwood in Dublin 15 has beaten off creative competition to be announced as one of January’s adult finalists in the Boyne Valley Honey Book of Kells National Art Competition.

Svanjune produced a bespoke work of art based on the brief of using inspiration from either the Book of Kells itself, the monks who wrote and illustrated the tome, or life in the 9th century. Speaking about her picture, Svajune said,

“I spent in total about four days working on my painting and really enjoyed every minute of it, I used a combination of oil paints and then gold leaf to heighten the colours of the painting. I wanted my painting to include all the details from the brief, and that’s why I chose to set the picture in a scriptorium with the monks busy at work creating the manuscript. I love art, is a passion of  mine, but it is a very risky business to get into full time that’s why I really enjoyed taking part in this competition, as I was able to become engrossed in the work but still keep my day job!”
The judges commented: “Svajune created a painting that was almost reminiscent of Jack B Yeats later works, it is very atmospheric and the whole Boyne Valley Honey Team were especially impressed with her strong and intense use of colour”  
Svajune now goes forward to the final held in March 2010, and is in with a chance to win a Fine Art Facsimile copy of the Book of Kells worth (US)$20,000.

Boyne Valley Honey is encouraging families to get creative in the New Year there is still a chance left with the end of February serving as the cut off date, finalists will be announced in March 2010.
Three Fine Art Facsimiles of The Book of Kells worth $20,000 each will be presented to the primary and secondary winning schools and to the individual from the third level and adult category, with runners up receiving cash prizes of €100, €250 and €500.

Miriam O’ Callaghan who helped to launch the competition in September commented: “It’s a great initiative. The judges are looking for creativity, individuality and real pride in work. The Book of Kells is a national, visual treasure, so we expect exciting works of art to be created!”

Judges include; Malachy McCloskey of the Boyne Valley Honey Company; Des Egan, renowned poet; Robin Adams, College Librarian and Archivist, Trinity College; Edward McPartland, Fellow Emeritus, History of Art, Trinity College.

The culmination of the competition will be an exhibition of winning entries, with winners being presented their prizes by Miriam O’ Callaghan.
